In certain cases, judicial officers in the Family Department have or will order 

litigants to submit to breath alcohol tests. The Superior Court contracts with Averhealth, 

a drug and alcohol testing laboratory, to conduct this testing. Currently, due to the public 

health emergency and in order to limit the spread of the COVID-19 virus, Averhealth 

has ceased conducting breath alcohol tests. The laboratory has informed the Court that 

it can instead conduct a urine analysis test for alcohol using what is called an Etg test.  

 

IT IS THEREFOR ORDERED that for any existing family court orders requiring a 

party to submit to breath alcohol tests, Averhealth is authorized to substitute Etg urine 

analysis for so long as Averhealth is not offering breath test services to its customers.
