This Order initiates a contested case to consider the claims for water rights and resolve 

objections to Zone 2 Well Report 112-17-DCA-001 (“Report”) published in the Final San Pedro 

River Watershed Hydrographic Survey Report (1991).  The Report identified potential water 

rights for domestic, small reservoir, and irrigation uses on land located in sections 21 and 28 

Township 18S Range 21E.  The identified source of water for the claimed uses are five wells.  A 
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copy of the Report is attached as Attachment A.  A copy of the map prepared for the Report is 

attached as Attachment B with the land that is the subject of this contested case labelled as “(DCA-

1)” and “(1)”. 

The Report identified Statements of Claimant 39-5374 and 39-6520 (“SOCs”) as the 

relevant filings for the potential water rights.  Otto Dworsky filed the SOCs claiming water for 

domestic, stock watering, and irrigation uses. The public records maintained by ADWR do not 

show an assignment of the SOCs from Otto Dworsky.  

Otto and Janet Dworsky are named in the Report as the owners of the property described 

in 112-17-DCA-001.   The public records of Cochise County Assessor’s Office identify Robert 

and Rhonda Barnes as the owners of tax parcel 121-33-001C and 121-33-001E.  A copy of the 

current tax parcel map is attached as Attachment C. 

On May 12, 2020, the St. David Irrigation District filed a Status Report Regarding Status 

of Annexation of Lands and Results of Its Investigation of Watershed File Reports.  It 

represented that a petition had been filed to annex the land included in Zone 2 Well Report 112-

17-DCA-001.  By Resolution No. 01-2021 dated March 21, 2021, St. David Irrigation District 

annexed tax parcels 121-33-001C and 121-33-001E within the boundaries of the St. David 

Irrigation District.  See Document 2021-07785 recorded March 23, 2021 with the Cochise 

County Recorder. 

IT IS ORDERED: 

1. Contested Case Initiated.  This contested case is initiated.  It shall be known as In

re Otto and Janet Dworsky and it will address the Statement of Claimant and objections that were 

filed regarding the Zone 2 Well Report 112-17-DCA-001 published in the Final San Pedro River 

Watershed Hydrographic Survey Report (1991).
