Di scussion is held regarding clainms and objections filed,
the issues and the procedures to be followed. M. Leininger
stated that the BLM would submt a copy of its objection to WR
115-05-17 to the Special Master and to the other parties. \V/ g
Lews stated that SRP would provide a copy of its objection to
WFR 115-05-17 to the Special WMaster. The Special Master asked
BLM and SRP to file copies of these objections with the court.
M. Shedden stated that the Arizona State Land Dept. had not
filed any objections to the watershed file reports at issue.

M. Leininger stated that the BLM would be anmending its
clains to renove mneshafts as water sources and wldlife and
recreation as clainmed uses, and wll drop sonme clains. M.
Lei ni nger stated that the BLM would require at least 6 nonths to
performits field investigations and that the BLM and ADWR coul d
wor k together on the field investigations of the BLMs cl ai ns.

Further discussion was held on BLMs need to amend its
statenents of claimant and ADWR to update the watershed file
reports. M. Weldon stated that there is no need to anend the
statenments of <claimant, and hearings could be held on the
obj ect i ons. Ms. Ronald stated that Judge Bolton had ruled in
Sept enber 2000 that ADWR woul d update the watershed file reports
for a contested case. M. Weldon stated he would prefer to
proceed on other matters while waiting for the anended
statenents to elimnate any excess del ay. M. Leininger stated
that sone matters are premature until a ruling on Special WMster
Thorson’s de mnims report is issued by Judge Ballinger.
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Ms. Ronald stated that ADWR would require an additional 60
days to update the watershed file reports. The Special Master
stated that ADWR is expected to recommend proposed water right
attributes for each claim

Di scussion is held regarding the length of tinme for filing
new or anended objections, whether six nonths pursuant to A R S
8 45-256(B) or 60 days as recommended by Special Master Thorson.

Di scussion is held about identifying issues that could be
briefed while the investigations are done. M. Ryley stated
that the nature and scope of Public Water Reserve 107 should be
briefed at this tine. M. Leininger stated that briefing that
issue will require a lot of tinme and work. The Special Master
suggested identifying not nore than five issues that could be
briefed. Ms. Ronald, M. Wldon, M. Callahan, and M. Hestand
spoke about the issue of the tinme to file objections and the
need to brief that issue. Ms. Ronald spoke about the
di stribution of ADWR s report and who should get notice of it.
M. Hestand stated that these issues should be briefed by a
broader group of claimants. M. WInoth stated that briefing of
any issues should not be done until after ADW issues its
updated report and nore definite information is known about
BLM s clains and the objections.

Discussion is held as to whether settlenent negotiations
woul d be hel pful. The Special WMster asked if he should
participate in settlenent discussions. M. Leininger stated
that the parties have worked well in the past to reach
settlenments and that the Special Master could serve a role in
settlement. M. Lewis stated that the Special Mster should not
participate in settlenent discussions. M. Weldon stated that
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there should be two separate tracks, one for litigation and one
for settlenent. The Special Master stated that he would not
participate in settlenment negotiations.

A Status Conference wll be set. The Special Master
suggested setting a conference after the BLM files its amended
clainms and before ADWR rel eases its updated report.

The Special Master states that the Court-approved nailing
list for this contested case is anended to show a corrected
address for WIlford H Caridge as 3563 Wst First Street,
That cher, AZ 85552, and that the law firm of Cox & Cox wll not
be included in the Court-approved mailing |ist because its
client, Silas Kisto, did not object to the watershed file
reports associated with this contested case.

The Special Master takes all matters under advi senent.
