Judge Pendleton Gaines Passes
Away After Battle with Cancer

Superior Court Judge Pendleton Gaines, 66,
passed away following a valiant battle with cancer.
During his 11 years on the bench, he was known
for his integrity, wit and sense of humor.

Judge Gaines was assigned to the Criminal
Department at the time of his death. During his
tenure, he served in the family and civil court
departments and as the Civil Department
Associate Presiding Judge.

“He was an excellent and respected civil trial
lawyer for more than 30 years before he became Pendleton Gaines
a judge,” said Superior Court Presiding Judge

Norman Davis. “He was hardworking and

collaborative and well respected in the community. We have lost a great
Judge, a charming and dignified professional, a wonderful person and dear
friend.”

Before his appointment to the bench, Judge Gaines was an associate and
partner in Evans, Kitchel & Jenckes from 1969 to 1989. From 1989 to
1999 he was a partner in Fennemore Craig.

Judge Gaines earned his B.A. from the University of Arizona and his J.D.
from the University of Virginia.

Judge Gaines received many awards throughout his distinguished career,
including the “Outstanding Alumnus” Award from the University of Arizona
College of Behavioral and Social Sciences in 2002. In 2006, Lawdragon
named him one of the 500 leading judges in a national poll of 20,000 lawyers.

He also devoted much of his time in service to the community. He was
chair of the Board of Governors at All Saints’ Episcopal Day School, served
as senior warden and parish chancellor of All Saints’ Episcopal Church
and was a member of the standing committee of the Episcopal Diocese of
Arizona. He was a member of the President’s Clubs of Brophy College
Preparatory and the University of Arizona.

Funeral services, celebrating his life, were held at All Saints Episcopal
Church in Phoenix .

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Veterans Court Kicks Off

Courts Seeing Increase in Veteran Offenders

As increasing numbers of veterans return from
military service in foreign wars, the courts are
seeing an increasing number of offenders with
service related trauma. Such trauma has resulted
in higher rates of divorce, drug and alcohol abuse,
and in some cases, incarceration or suicide among
veterans.

Without appropriate treatment, these veterans are
at increased risk of harming themselves or others.

Presiding Judge Norman Davis said, “Veterans

community and honor the veterans’ service by

connecting them with services designed to reduce the rate of recidivism and strengthen the
family dynamic.”

On January 20, the court kicked off their first ever Veterans Court Calendar. Phase one works
with veterans who are currently on probation and have absconded or veterans on supervision
who are at risk of violating their probation terms.

In most cases, treatment and services are available to the veteran through the Veterans
Administration to address their special needs. However, many do not voluntarily seek treatment
because of their failure to recognize they need treatment, the social stigma in seeking treatment,
or simply being unaware of the services available.

Veterans Court is based on a team approach. Participants include: Maricopa County Adult
Probation Department, Veterans Service Outreach Specialist, Carl Hayden Veterans Hospital,
Magellan Court Liaison, Maricopa County Attorney, Maricopa County Public Defender, Arizona
State Bar Military Legal Assistance Committee, Private Practice Attorneys, Veteran Peer Support,
Correctional Health Services and Behavioral Health Provider Networks.

Criminal Court Presiding Judge Douglas Rayes and Commissioner Michael Hintze will oversee
the program.

Commissioner Hintze, whose father served in WWII, said, “I feel it is vital that veterans be
treated with conviction, compassion and deliberate justice in order to address their substance
abuse, alcoholism and behavioral health issues. Veterans Court will protect the community
and provide veterans with tools for success.”
