FORM OF ORDER:  THIRD PARTY JOINDER  (BANK ACCOUNTS)

The court may, on application of the Judgment Creditor, order that the money be transferred to the Judgment Creditor.

3.  A hearing may be requested by completing a request for hearing form and mailing one copy to this Court at the following location:  (insert name and address of the assigned commissioner).  The third party shall mail one copy of the request for hearing form to counsel for the Judgment Creditor.

4.  The garnishee shall not release any of the non-exempt garnished funds until further order of this court.
